Learners must also have the opportunity to gain
experience on the network that will allow them to build a portfolio.

. Demonstrate a knowledge of health, safety and environmental regulations.
. Understand the basic principles, and safety requirements, of the gas distribution system.
. State how to control a fire on the network.
. Demonstrate the safe use of breathing apparatus.
. Explain how to locate and avoid damage to underground plant.
. Demonstrate an understanding of the PE pipe jointing process.
. Demonstrate the safe use of tools and equipment associated with gas network operations.
. Explain the basic principles of signing, lighting and guarding in the public highway.
. Demonstrate how to safely assist in the excavation and reinstatement process.
