Who is it for? All operatives that are required to be a team leader for the installing,
maintaining or replacement of gas service installations on the UK gas
networks. Learners should already hold a valid SHEA passport and be
registered as an existing NCO 1 (G) operative. Learners must also have the
opportunity to gain experience on the network that will allow them to build a
portfolio.

Course Objectives

On successful completion of the course learners will be able to:
. Demonstrate a knowledge of health, safety and environmental regulations.
. Demonstrate the skills to work safely in the highway and use safe digging techniques.
. Demonstrate the skills required to undertake LP and MP service connections to a live main.
. Demonstrate the jointing of pipes using mechanical and fusion techniques.

. Demonstrate the ability to install service valves when required.

. Demonstrate flow stopping techniques for services.

. Demonstrate the competencies required to lay, test and commission LP and MP services.
. Demonstrate the competencies required to decommission services.
